ATTRIBUTES:  The East Mill Creek-Knowles addition to the AB Wilderness is immediately adjacent to the AB Wilderness.  The area includes the ridgeline between Mill Creek and East Fork Mill Creek. It is generally steep terrain. 
PLANT COMMUNITIES: 75% Douglas fir with the remaining split among transitional forest, dry grass, and sparse vegetation. Some 474 acres were burned in a wildfire in 2007
WILDLIFE: Elk, grizzly bear, black bear, mule deer, moose, and whitetail deer. Yellowstone Cutthroat Trout known to occur within 1 mile of stream.
DRAINAGES FOUND IN THE PROPOSED WILDERNESS: East Fork Mill Creek, Mill Creek. 
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
